'] Regarding pickles: we cannot reserve
or set aside pickles for any player. At the
same time, we are not allowed to state,
imply, or in any way indicate to the
purchaser of pickles the number or type
of tickets that have been redeemed or
that remain in the container.

71 We are required to keep all $20 and
higher pickles whether they are paid out
or played back for 6 months past the
quarter in which they were sold. The
pickles must be defaced in such a way as
they cannot be presented for payment
again. We are also required to keep the
pickle take-in sheets and the flare cards
for them for the same amount of time.

'] No player will be allowed to use
more than one electronic bingo device at
any occasion, whether for themself, or
for someone else. In other words, they
cannot play both a traveler and a
tabletop, or two travelers at the same
time.

7] The maximum aggregate amount of
prizes that we can award at any single
occasion is $2000-- this does not include
the progressive jackpot, if awarded, and
allowances are made for any jackpots
that are split and increase the occasion
payout by a few dollars.

'] The maximum amount that we can
give away for the progressive game is
$15,000. Once the jackpot reaches that
amount, we are required by law to award
the jackpot at the next scheduled
occasion.
